Come out and support all our riders, learn from two terrific judges, and enjoy
great fellowship with other area dressage enthusiasts. The action starts at 8:00 AM on
Saturday and at 9:00 AM on Sunday. Along with bringing your own chair, be sure to
pack a cooler with snacks and drinks, as concessions will not be available.
